
FRONT OF EMERGENCY CODE CARD 

EMERGENCY CODES 
Medical Alert Blue | Adult, pediatric or neonatal patient in cardiac / respiratory distress 
Medical Alert EMS (EUHM ONLY) | Visitor, staff, or outpatient requests or requires emergency care 
Medical Alert OB | Pregnant or post-partum mother in distress 
Medical Alert Rapid Response | Patient is deteriorating rapidly 
Medical Alert Stroke | Inbound patient or inpatient is suspected of having a stroke 
Security Alert Active Threat | Person with weapon is acting hostile or making threats 
Security Alert Bomb Threat | Bomb threat received at an EHC facility 
Security Alert Code Pink | Bedded infant has gone missing – suspected abduction 
Security Alert Missing Patient or Visitor | Patient or visitor (adult/child/non-bedded infant) is missing 
Security Alert Officers Needed | Security Officer assistance needed 
Security Alert Suspicious Item | Unusual package or container left unattended 
Facility Alert Fire Alarm | Reported fire or systems testing 
Facility Alert Hazardous Spill | Internal or external hazardous materials release 
Facility Alert Mass Casualty | Internal or external disaster emergency response 
Facility Alert Severe Weather | Severe weather has been identified for this area 
Facility Alert Utility or Technology Interruption | Critical utility or technology system is currently inoperable
